A Understanding the Relationship of Psychological
Distress and Living with a Minor Child for Opioid-
Misusers

Jeffrey Trant, Doctoral Student and Graduate Research
Assistant, University at Albany School of Social Welfare

This workshop will provide participants with an overview of
current research on the relationship of psychological distress and
opioid misuse within the context of families. Participants will learn
to differentiate between the factors associated with psychological
distress where there is a caretaker of a minor who misuses opioids
versus those who do not misuse. Current evidence and research
will be translated into direct practice areas that staff members
from home visiting programs can utilize with their clients. Practice
implications for engagement, working with resistant families,
assessment, service planning, and collaborative goal setting will
be presented to help participant’s increase their knowledge about
working with the growing number of families who are affected by
opioids.

B Transgender Gender Youth and Complex Trauma: A
Case Study of Change via the Use of Sensory-based,
Creative and Expressive Techniques

Estela Andujo, Clinical Associate Professor, University of
Southern California

Children in foster care often struggle with a variety of issues,
ranging from compromised attachment, grief, loss, and
neurological impairments. Using an in-depth case study of a
child who has experienced loss and trauma, this presentation
will demonstrate the power of individual and clinical healing
via the use of empirically driven techniques such as art, sand
play and mindfulness. Participants will learn how to apply
varied expressive techniques to assist children with grief and
loss.

C Family Engagement and Empowerment with Math &
Movement

This highly interactive workshop connects brain science with
programming that meets a wide range of family needs. This
presentation will give participants specific tools to engage
families in early education - at school and at home.

Starting Strong looks
at how these programs have operated under New York City’s
Early Learn initiative, which sought to make a seamless system
combining Head Start and child care and ways to improve the
system.

A Intimate Partner Violence as an Adverse Childhood

Experience

Positive parent-child relationships can prevent or mitigate the
risk of child abuse, yet many parents begin the lifetime job of
raising children unprepared, and the social stigma of seeking
help prevents many from getting support. The Triple P - Positive
Parenting Program (Triple P) is a multi-tiered system of evidence-
based parent education and support that focuses on improving
family functioning and child outcomes at a population level. Triple
P improves parenting practices and child behaviors, and when
implemented as a public health approach, has been shown to
reduce substantiated child abuse cases, out-of-home placements,
and hospitalizations for child maltreatment. Implementing a
community-wide initiative to provide preventative parenting
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support in a whole-of-population approach that engages multiple
stake-holders in the prevention of child abuse and neglect involves
several key steps that will be discussed in this workshop. Attendees
will receive tools that can be beneficial in guiding communitywide
planning for the implementation of a parenting strategy that
fosters collaboration toward collective impact.

By
the end of the workshop, participants should understand the
severity and scope of the homelessness problem in New York
State, the right of individuals who are in temporary housing,
the details of a proposal to help alleviate homelessness, and
the new regulations which expand child care eligibility for
homeless families.

G The Medical to Approach to Physical Abuse and

G Paid-Family Leave and the Impacts on Family
Stability

New parents and caregivers have often had to choose between
their paycheck and caring for newborns or seriously ill family
members. However, starting in January, 2018, millions of New
Yorkers will be able to take paid time off to bond with a new
child or support family members with a serious illness because
